	The Clerk reported that there have been no new planning applications in the Parish since the last meeting. The only update received was an email concerning receipt of the extra information that was sent in opposition to the proposed development at Clanna Road.

	Playing Field
	There are several areas of concern regarding the Playing Field: 
1) The trim trail needs regular inspection, ROSPA are also inspecting soon. ACTION: DE will source a book to record inspections. Councillors to meet next Thursday 13th April 11am at the field to agree an inspection format for play equipment.

2) Cllr Smooker previously sprayed weed killer around the play equipment, the banks and churchyard: should this continue? There is now moss growing around the equipment ACTION: Councillors will inspect and discuss way forwards on 13/4/17.

3) The Cricket Club will update the Clerk with a new fixture list. ACTION:EM will then issue an amended contract for 2017-18.
4) Maintenance of the playing field: fence painting, moving and cleaning a bench, improving the car park surface, hedge cutting, grass cutting around the play equipment, improving the gate entrance, new bolts needed in play equipment: most urgent matters. ACTION: ER will hold a committee meeting next week to discuss: plan is for a maintenance day/days to complete essential works: NP confirmed Cricket Club members are happy to assist with labour but will need funding. In addition the Parish mower needs servicing: ACTION:NP will arrange a service and inform the Clerk: cost will be around £300. The mower will need servicing & repairs each Spring and Autumn. The Parish will only save £540 per annum once the grass cutting contract ends. ACTION: The Parish budget for the coming year to be an agenda item at the May Parish meeting: perhaps adjusting sums spent elsewhere will spare some funds for the playing field this year as the current budget of £700 is inadequate. EM will add to May agenda. ER will report back from the Playing Field Committee meeting with costs involved in planned work.
