1. PURPOSE

Aim of the Community Emergency Plan is to increase resilience within the local community before, during and after emergencies, and to link into the Local Authorities and emergency services’ emergency response structures.  This Plan documents how Alvington parish would respond in an emergency situation e.g. while awaiting the assistance of statutory authorities/emergency services, or in support of them. It is not the role of the community to take on the responsibilities of these agencies e.g. to save life, to take any risks to themselves or to cope for long hours without agencies’ help and support.

Identify vulnerable people / groups in the community 

Identify resources in the community available to assist during an emergency  

Provide key contact details for the Community Response Team, Key Community Resources, the Emergency Services and Local Authorities

	Sustained Power Failure
	Loss of home heating and cooking 
	Contact National Grid, District Council; check on vulnerable people

	Sustained Water Failure
	Lack of water for vulnerable people / blocked toilets
	Contact Severn Trent, Welsh Water – alternative water supply?

	Heavy Snow
	People trapped in their houses / no transport
	Contact snow warden; check on vulnerable people

	Flash Flood
	Homes flooded / people trapped
	Contact flood warden; Ensure sandbags available where needed; check on vulnerable people

	Major incident on A48
	People at further risk unless moved to place of safety
	Contact police / highways / ambulance; identify alternative routes, including ones appropriate for HGVs, and inform police.  Open up Place of Safety for tea, coffee, toilets

	Incident at Berkeley Power Station
	Radiation
	Contact Environment Agency, National Security

	Storms/Gales
	Loss of power lines / floods
	Check on vulnerable people, move to place of safety if necessary

	Heatwave
	Very young and very old overheat
	Check on vulnerable people



	Drought
	Very young and very old overheat
	Check on vulnerable people



	Large Fire
	People at risk unless moved to place of safety
	Open up Place of Safety for tea, coffee, toilets, provide first aid facilities

	Chemical Spillage
	Dangerous liquid on top of road accident risks
	Open up Place of Safety for tea, coffee, toilets, provide first aid facilities


4. ACTIVATION OF THE PLAN
This plan will be activated when an emergency has occurred or if warnings are received, prior to an anticipated event. It will also be activated when emergency services need support or are not able to attend immediately e.g. in severe weather. If this is the case, the CRG in 2 above will assess the situation, and consult with the District Emergency Planning Liaison Officer (DEPLO) at Forest of Dean District Council on 01594 812524 or (out of hours) 01594 810000. The Community Response Group will then put all or part of the Plan into effect as appropriate.

8.  ANIMAL WELFARE In an emergency situation, if residents have to evacuate they should, where possible, take their pets with them. The local authorities will make arrangements with animal welfare organisations to look after pets. If pets do have to be left in a property, the local authorities/emergency services should where possible be made aware of this, so that alternative welfare arrangements can be made.
